28 members were present. Mike Craver opened the meeting with scripture from Luke and prayer. The
minutes were read and approved.
Marlene Wood, Treasurer, presented the financial report for November. It will be filed for audit.

Committee Reports

Ron Cheek, Trustees chair, reported his committee would like to recommend a new code be added to the
door and that it be changed monthly. This code would only be given to specific people and businesses that
require access to the building. Also, he shared that a heavy-duty trashcan would be placed near the woods.
Ron discussed a demo copier from Toshiba being placed in the office. At this time, Joyce will only have
access so if you need a large number of copies you will need to get with Joyce for her to assist you with
making these copies when it is convenient for her. Next, Ron went over the money spent for the repair and
remodel of the fellowship hall. We spent $36,314.23 on the repairs and $6,643.00 on the remodeling
($42,957.23 total). Also, Ron announced that he will be resigning as Trustees chair on December 31.

Then, Ron recommended the code for the door be changed the first of the month and given to Joyce
(secretary), facilitators, Gayle Nifong (in charge of hospitality chairs), and contractors. A list of people will
be made of who should have this number. Ruby Combs made a second. The motion carried. Jack Thrift
made a motion to have a separate code for the contractors that will not change. A list will also need to be
made of these individuals. Willie Everhart made a second. The motion carried.

Donald Hamilton, Staff Parish chair, reported they met and are continuing to work on updating the job
descriptions of our church employees. These will be finished soon. He went on to say that they had eight
applicants for the music director/organist job. They are expanding their reach to look for the person to fill
Wini’s position. As of December 31, Wini will end her job at Center. Therefore, Donald said they are
looking for someone to fill in temporarily for six weeks. Also, Donald commented Hunter had been using
the charge card for Youth trips and had not been given specific guidelines on how and when to use it. Jeff
Mendenhall asked that we table this discussion until next month to allow them to get some further guidance
on this issue.

Pat Simmons reported there is a Worship workshop offered through the Yadkin Valley district on
February 3-4, 2017. Five people may attend for a cost of $100.00. She made a motion to allow five
individuals to attend at a cost of $100.00. Jeff Mendenhall made a second. Motion carried.

New Business

Mitch Wilson talked about the huge support for Coming Home for Christmas. He discussed the team-
work that was evident in making this a great day.

Gary Brinkley thanked everyone for the overwhelming support toward the flood buckets. Over $9,000.00
had been donated (this involved outside assistance too). Doug Meredith thanked Gary for coordinating this
and for his heart for missions.

With no further business, Mitch dismissed us in prayer.
